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In accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 1.404, I authorize a class deviation
from FAR clause 52.209-8 - Updates of Information Regarding Responsibility Matters

(APR 2010), and authorize the use of the attached alternative. This deviation is necessitated
by the passage of Public Law 111-212 on July 29, 2010, which changes the requirements
under the existing FAR clause to allow for public disclosure of specified information
contained in the Federal Awardee Performance and Integrity Information System (FAPIIS).

The current version of FAR clause 52.209-8 contains a statement to contractors that data
posted in the FAPIIS will not be made public, except information releasable under the
Freedom of Information Act. Public Law 111-212 requires information in FAPIIS, except
past performance reviews, to reside on a public website. The language in the authorized
deviation to the clause implements the requirements outlined in Public Law 111-212, while
the FAR and FAPIIS are being updated to reflect the changes directed through the legislation.

The Chairman of the Civilian Agency Acquisition Council has authorized this deviation
through Civilian Agency Acquisition Letter 2011-01, entitled “Consultation for Class
Deviation — Public Access to Information in the Federal Awardee Performance and Integrity
Information System.”

This deviation will remain in effect until the issuance of an updated FAR clause.

Class Deviation - Public Access to FAPIIS

52.209-8 Updates of Information Regarding Responsibility Matters (DEVIATION).

As prescribed at 9.104-7 (c), insert the following clause:

UPDATES OF INFORMATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (DEVIATION)
(OCT 2010)

(a) (1) The Contractor shall update the information in the Federal Awardee
Performance and Integrity Information System (FAPIIS) on a semi-annual basis,
throughout the life of the contract, by posting the required information in the
Central Contractor Registration database at
http://www.ccr.gov (see 52.204-7).

(2) At the first semi-annual update on or after April 15, 2011, the Contractor
shall post again any required information that the Contractor posted prior to
April 15, 2011.

(b) (1) The Contractor will receive notification when the Government posts new
information to the Contractor’s record.

(2) The Contractor will have an opportunity to post comments regarding
information that has been posted by the Government. The comments will be
retained as long as the associated information is retained, i.e., for a total period of 6
years. Contractor comments will remain a part of the record unless the Contractor
revises them.

(3) Public access to information in FAPIIS. (1) Public requests for system
information that was submitted prior to April 15, 2011, will be handled under Freedom
of Information Act procedures, including, where appropriate, procedures promulgated
under E.O. 12600.

(i1) As required by section 3010 of Public Law 111-212, all information posted in
FAPIIS on or after April 15, 2011, except past performance reviews, will be publicly
available.
