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AGREEMENT TO MEDIATE 

1. The parties agree to engage in mediation to….

2. The parties agree to pursue this process in good faith and use their best efforts; however, the parties agree that either party may withdraw from this process.

3. The parties understand that this is a confidential process in that the mediator will not discuss what is said in the sessions with anyone who did not participate nor will they submit any report on the substance of this process unless all parties agree in writing to disclose the information, the information has already been made public; the disclosure of the information is required by law; or a court determines that disclosure is necessary to prevent a manifest injustice, help establish a violation of law, or prevent serious harm to public health or safety.  

4. The parties agree not to call on or subpoena the mediator in any investigation, action, or proceeding.

5. The mediator will assist the parties by helping them to communicate their perspectives and interests, to identify and explore various solutions, and to reach an agreement that is satisfactory to both of them.

6. The mediator will function as a neutral and will not act as an advocate for either party, decide any issues, or impose an agreement on the parties.

7. The mediator agrees not to disclose any communication, oral or written,  disclosed by a party to the mediator in confidence, unless:

a. all parties agree in writing to disclose the information;

b. the information has already been made public

c. the disclosure of the information is required by law; or

d. a court determines that disclosure is necessary to:

i. prevent a manifest injustice;

ii. help establish a violation of law; or

iii. prevent serious harm to public health or safety.

8. The parties will not be bound by anything said or done during this process, other than this Agreement to Mediate, unless a written agreement is reached and executed by the parties.

9. If agreement is reached and if requested by the parties, the mediator may prepare an agreement that will be signed by the parties. 

10.  The parties will be provided signed copies of their resolution agreement.
