MEMORANDUM OF INTENT
between the

Department of Transportation, United States of America

and the

Ministry of Transport, Communications, Housing and Construction,  Peru

The United States Department of Transportation (DOT) and the Ministry of Transport, Communications, Housing and Construction, Peru (“the Ministry”), hereinafter referred to as “the Participants,” desiring to promote cooperation between their transportation specialists for the purpose of improving rail transportation systems and technology, including the resolution of issues of mutual concern, and anticipating that such cooperation will result in equal benefit to both Participants, have concluded the following Memorandum of Intent (“MOI”):
Article I

SCOPE AND OBJECTIVES
1. The Purpose of this MOI is to provide a framework for the exchange of information and technical assistance, as well as to determine areas of mutual rail-related interest to both Participants.  The scope of areas of cooperation by the Participants will be worked out between the Participants within six (6) months after the date of signing of this MOI.

2. The following subjects/areas of interest will form the core of technical assistance for this MOI.  New subjects/areas of interest may be added by consent of both Participants.

Improvement of safety in rail operations through exchange of information, concepts, programs and discussions.

Promotion of environmental and energy aspects of rail transport by adopting similar principles and approaches in working out the externalities related to the transport sector.

C
Each Participant should identify individuals responsible for the areas covered in the Scope and Objectives within sixty (60) days of the start of a particular project.  Overall program coordination should be accomplished by a point of contact identified by the Ministry and the Federal Railroad Administration, (FRA),  a modal administration of the DOT.

Article II

FUNDING AND PROPERTY RIGHTS

1 The participation of each Participant is subject to the availability of appropriated funds.  No transfer of funds between the Participant is envisaged in connection with this MOI.

B.
The Participants recognize that subsequent implementing activities should include provisions governing the treatment of intellectual property, if any, created or furnished in connection with such activities.
Article III

DISCLAIMER
Each Participant will attempt to ensure the accuracy of any data transmitted to the other Participant pursuant to this MOU, but the accuracy of such data is not guaranteed.  Each Participant will use the other=s data at its own risk and may not hold the other Participant responsible for damages arising from the use of such data.

Article IV

DURATION AND TERMINATION
A Participant desiring to terminate cooperative activities under this MOI shall give sixty (60) days prior written notice to the other Participant.  The Participants may amend this MOI at any time.
