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MEMORANDUM OF COOPERATION 

REGARDING TRANSPORTATION SECTOR DEVELOPMENT

IN THE
SOUTHERN AFRICAN DEVELOPMENT COMMUNITY 

The governments of Angola, Botswana, the Democratic Republic of Congo, Lesotho, Malawi, Mauritius, Mozambique, Namibia, Seychelles, South Africa, Swaziland, Tanzania, Zambia, and Zimbabwe, as member states of the Southern African Development Community (“SADC”), on the one hand, the Government of the United States of America acting through the United States Department of Transportation (the “DOT”) and the Export-Import Bank of the United States, an independent agency of the United States of America (“Ex-Im Bank”), on the other hand, hereinafter referred to as "the Participants":

Considering that, it is in the mutual interests of the Participants to promote the development of the transportation sector and expand commercial trade relations and tourism between the United States and the southern African region;

Desiring to promote (a) the continued development of the transportation sector in the SADC region; (b) commercial trade relations and tourism between the SADC countries and the United States and  (c) economic growth and job creation in the United States and SADC region, the Participants intend to coordinate their respective activities to identify priority transportation projects in the SADC region encouraging such projects in a manner consistent with the respective missions, laws and regulations of the member states of the SADC and the United States.

Noting, the Participants intend to work cooperatively with respect to the development of the transportation sector in the SADC region with a view to promoting mutually beneficial trade and investment opportunities for the SADC and the United States.

NOW THEREFORE, record the following: 

1. The SADC intends to consult with the DOT to identify the priority transportation projects, particularly transportation corridors in the region that support regional and international trade, that would optimize economic growth and job creation in the SADC region.

2.   The DOT intends to coordinate with SADC as to the development of the transportation sector in the region.

3.   The Participants intend to explore the potential to optimize Ex-Im Bank's support for transportation projects in the SADC region through Ex-Im Bank's loan, guarantee and insurance programs.
