Recognizing their common interest in promoting, encouraging and advancing safe,
economical, efficient, and environmentally sound transportation systems; and
recognizing that international cooperation in the area of transportation
fechnologie§ will strengthen mutual understanding betweenthe Participants,

intend to cooperate as follows:

Article |
OBJECTIVES
The Participants intend to cooperate and collaborate in transportation technology and

practice on the basis of equality, reciprocity and mutual benefit.



Article 11

AREAS OF COOPERATION

The Participants intend that the cooperation and collaboration may include the following

Land transportation

Maritime transportation

Intermodal transportation

Transportation safety

Energy and environment

Transport planning, regulation, and msntutlonal rcform
Transportation research and development
Transportation security

Intelligent transportation syszems

Other fields of mutual interest.

Article 111

FORMS OF COOPERATION

including, but not limited to the following:

Exchange of experts, information, publications and research results on

transportation subjects;

Joint research in transport economics, transport management, and transport
engineering;

When mutually practical and convenient, the participants may hold meetings or

forums to present progress reports on and plans for joint projects.
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Article I'V
IMPLEMENTATION

In order to coordinate the cooperative activities, the participants may designate a
representative to be responsible for each program of cooperation. The representatives of
the participants should consult with each other and develop plans for specific cooperative
projects and activities, which will cover the subject, procedures, and terms of cooperation
to be undertaken, the entities involved, and other appropriate matters related to the
conditions of such cooperation.

Article V

FUNDING
Thé participation of each Participant is subject 1o the availability of appropriated
funds. No transfer of funds between the Participants is envisaged in connection

with this MOC.

Article Vi
DISCLAIMER
Each Participant should exercise its best efforts to ensure the accuracy of any data
transmitted to the other Participant pursuant to this MOC, but the accuracy of such
data is not guaranteed. Each participant uses the other’s data at its own risk and
may not hold the other Participant responsible for damages arising from the use of

such data.
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Article VII
DURATION
The activities under this Memorandum should commence on the date of signature below

and should continue until either participant gives two months written notice of its

intention not to continue the cooperation.

MEMORANDUM OF DISCUSSION

The United States Deputy Secretary of Transportation, Michael Jackson, and the
Russian Federation Minister of Transport, Sergey Frank, met on December 2, 2002, in
Washington, D.C.

During the course of their meeting the Deputy Secretary and the Minister discussed
the bilateral relations and the development of cooperation between the United States and the
Russian Federation in the area of transportation. They exchanged information on the structure .
and management of thcir agencies, and expressed their desire to maintain open lines of
communication between the two countries. Deputy Secretary Jackson and Minister Frank
also signed a Memorandurmn of Cooperation in Transportation between the two organizations.

Taking into consideration that further development in transportation cooperation will
enhance the economic and trade relationship between the United States and the Russxan
Federation, the Deputy Secretary and the Minister:

e confirmed the importance of promoting coopemtnon to ralse safcly and security
standards for transportation systems;

¢ npoted the importance of consultations on the pOSSIbllltléS of developing information -
technology exchanges in the arcas of highway planning and constructlon, and
management of urban passenger transportation, »
proposed to continue the development of a bilateral civil aviation relationship; and,

noted the benefits and progress of the mantime transport agreement sxgned n Qamt
Petersburg on June 20, 2001.

- Deputy Secretary Jackson and Minister Frank explored the feasibility of hoiding,
when necessary, regular meetings between members of the U S. Department of Transportation

and the Russian Ministry of Transport to accomplish the objectives of a mutual cooperative
arrangement.
